App-based calling
Using this service, BSNL cus-
tomers will be able to make
calls on any network by us-
ing BSNL Wi-Fi or any other
service provider.

The Telecom Commission,
the highest-decision making

body of the Department of
Telecom, had allowed com-
panies that hold a valid tele-
com licence to provide app-
based calling service even by
using Wi-Fi connection.

The service provider will
be required to comply with
all the interception and
monitoring-related require-
ments and calls will be
charged by telecom operat-
ors and all rules related to
normal calls will be applic-
able on them.

The registration for this
service will start this week
and the services will be actiy-
ated from July 25 onwards.
